Dear Friends of Let’s Go Ministries:
Well, if it isn’t the middle of summer, the height of short-term mission trip season and Let’s Go Ministries is staying home??  “What’s wrong with this picture?” you might ask!!  Even though there isn’t a short-term mission trip to talk about there are still many exciting, recent, current and future LGM activities that I want to share with you.   
First, I want to share some recent activities.  On May 1st I completed my 6 month part-time consulting activity at Metropolitan Baptist Church.  It was a great experience working with The Met in hosting the Perspectives on the World Christian Movement class, assisting in the planning of their short-term mission trips, and also delivering 11 recommendations for their international missions activity.  I am now back at Hewlett Packard full-time…at least for now. (
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In May, Tony Sevilla, a good friend and a member of my Bible study class, trained 500 employees at G&T Continental Bank in Guatemala City on behalf of LGM and Guatemala Prospera.  Tony was able to share clear Biblical principles during his 2 hour session.  He shared with me when he returned that “God’s presence was so real from start to finish that I left speechless at what God had done”.  
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On June 11th, we held the 3rd annual Houston North Perspectives class cookout at my house.  It was a real blessing to get taskforce and class members together again for a time of eating and sharing.   The testimonies of how God is working to move people more into missions was amazing.  The Hendersons are preparing to move to the Philippines as missionaries with YWAM in January 2007.  The Andersons and Edmistons just returned from a mission trip to Ecuador.  The Edmistons have sold their house, and Brendon is beginning flying lessons so he can become a missionary pilot.  Trevor Dole is beginning to raise support to move to Papua New Guinea with Wycliffe.  Debra Hudson was preparing to leave for Honduras on a short-term trip with Lakewood Church.  Allison Lemon is applying with SIM to work with HIV/AIDs patients in India.
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Next, I want to share some current activities.  While I was serving at The Met I got acquainted with Gabriel Deng.  He is known as one of the Lost Boys of Sudan.  We frequently sat together during the early service on Sundays.  Gabriel will be going on the next Aid Sudan mission trip to the Upper Nile/Bor area of Sudan from July 19th to August 4th.  Please keep Gabriel and the Aid Sudan team in your prayers as they minister and share the gospel in this difficult place.
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 I recently returned from Phoenix where I met with Meg Crossman of Worldwide Perspectives, and I attended Lincoln Murdoch’s All Nations Church.  Both Meg and Lincoln have been speakers for Houston North Perspectives.  I spent time with Meg understanding how best to teach and facilitate Perspectives Exposure which is a condensed version of Perspectives.  I will be leading this 6-week class at Houston’s First Baptist Church on Sundays at 5:00 PM beginning August 20th.
Finally, I want to share some future activities with you.  In addition to a potential mission trip to Guatemala over Thanksgiving, Nelson Ayala of Agape Philippine American Ministries in the Philippines, Charles & Amy Cross with Greater Europe Mission in France, and Pastor Paul Karani of Lord’s Army Ministries in Gongoni, Kenya have all expressed interest in LGM bringing short-term mission teams in 2007.  I am in the process of praying through these incredible opportunities and plan to make a final decision with LGM’s Board of Directors on October 7th…so stay tuned!!
