Dear Friends of Let’s Go Ministries:
I know I’m long overdue to give you an update on the work God is continuing to do through Let’s Go Ministries.  There are many exciting projects that LGM will be involved in 2007 that I want to share with you in this letter to solicit your prayers and support.  The projects were approved by the LGM Board of Directors at our annual meeting in early October.  However, before I get to them I want to share all of the activity since the last update.   
First, after much soul-searching and seeking the Lord in prayer, I moved my church membership to Houston’s First Baptist Church in August.  God placed in my heart the desire to be a part of a church where I can more fully utilize my gifts and calling to mobilize the body of Christ for world missions.  Houston’s FBC has an incredible missions program and there is so much I can learn by being active there.  I want to personally thank William Taylor and Frank Blackwood in the Missions office for embracing me and integrating the work of LGM into the overall mission of the church.  
[image: image1.jpg]Along these lines I recently taught the Perspectives Exposure course at Houston’s First Baptist Church.  Perspectives Exposure is a condensed version of Perspectives on the World Christian Movement.  It was a great experience leading this 6-week class to 30-35 students each week.  Here is just one of the student’s testimonies...“As a result of this class I want to know where I fit in God's global plan for world evangelization and be all there!!!”.  The class will be offered again as part of HFBC’s Missionary University program that will be launched this spring. 
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In August, I traveled to Guatemala City to visit with missionary friend Vicki Metzger, attend Manuel Espina’s wedding (director of Guatemala Prospera) in Antigua, and visit the school/church/ community center in Palencia where we have taken short term mission teams in the past.  It was a blessing to renew and affirm the wonderful relationships I have there and to remain open to how God wants to use LGM in the future in Guatemala.  
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In early October I met with Dorothy Miller, director of God’s Story Project in Hemet, CA to discuss one of LGM’s projects in 2007.  As a result of participating in the Aid Sudan trip to Aweil, Sudan in June 2005, the Lord laid it on my heart to see “God’s Story” (chronological Bible story) translated into the Dinka Rek language for use in southern Sudan.  LGM is sponsoring the project and committing to raise the $5000 necessary to fund the translation work and fly Pastor Mathew Chmir and two other Sudanese pastors from Aweil to Nairobi in March 2007 to complete the translation.  During my trip to Kenya I will also be meeting with Pastor/Evangelist Paul Karani of Lord’s Army Ministries in Gongoni to meet with his leadership team and discuss and pray through how LGM can partner with LAM in the work God is doing there.
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From January 1-4th I will again be serving as the On-site Director for the Mobilization Area at Passion 07 in Atlanta, GA.  Over 20,000 college students from across the US and around the world will gather for four days to worship and to be challenged by speakers like Louie Giglio, Beth Moore, John Piper, Heather Mercer, and Matt Redman to live for God’s glory in the nations.  Please be praying that God will call many to lay down their lives for the fulfillment of the Great Commission.
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Perspectives on the World Christian MovementI am in the fourth year of a five year commitment as Coordinator for the Houston North location of the  class.  The class will be held at Faithbridge Church beginning in January 2007.  If you are interested in taking this life changing course that is focused on revealing God’s heart for all peoples please don’t hesitate to contact me or go to www.houstonperspectives.org to sign-up.  
Next summer I will be leading two mission trips for Houston’s First Baptist.  The first will be in late May to a youth event in Valence, France called Pentecost 2007 in partnership with missionary friends Charles & Amy Cross of Greater Europe Mission.  They are expecting over 5000 students to attend.  LGM has committed to raising $10,000 to support the overall event and also offset the cost of Matt Redman and his band participating.  I also will be leading a breakout seminar at the event on “Leading Short Term Mission Trips”.  The second mission trip will be to the Philippines in late July in partnership with Harvey Kneisel and Nelson Ayala of Agape Philippine American Ministries.  We will be doing evangelistic activities during Christian Emphasis Week at 3 colleges on 2 islands 300 miles south of Manila. 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Like any small non-profit ministry, gifts are always welcomed to help offset the costs associated with fulfilling its mission.  An innovative and yet practical way to help LGM with its funding is to employ a web search engine called GoodSearch.  It is powered by Yahoo! Search.  For every search you do on the internet a penny is accrued to LGM. If the Lord leads you to make a year end gift to LGM know that it will be used wisely and faithfully to mobilize others for participation in the Great Commission. (Note:  LGM is now supported in the HP matching gifts program)  The 2007 activities are a huge faith commitment.  In particular, the God’s Story translation and the Pentecost 2007 event will require $15,000 for LGM to support.  However, more than anything I need your prayers for wisdom as I continue to follow God in this great adventure He has called me.
