Dear Friends of Let’s Go Ministries:

The main reason I’ve delayed this newsletter is because I’ve been working on a very exciting project, which is Let’s Go Ministries first website… www.letsgoministries.org.  It only took about five years to make it a priority and get one in place, but finally we have one!!  I hope you take the time to check it out, including the photos and videos from past mission trips and projects.  A very special thanks to Natalie Taylor for all the time, patience (with me) and effort she dedicated to making this website a reality!
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In September, I had the privilege of preaching the two worship services at First Baptist Church Fredericksburg, TX on their Mission Emphasis Sunday.  It was the same weekend that Hurricane Ike hit Houston.  Jennifer and I struggled with leaving our home while Ike was bearing down on the Texas coast, since most Houstonians were hunkering down to ride out the storm.  In fact, we almost turned around an hour into our trip.  We decided in the car that we would trust in God’s sovereignty, realizing He knew in advance that Ike would hit the weekend we were invited to preach.  My message that Sunday was “Becoming a 4x4 Christian”.  The challenge I laid out was for each person to participate in missions in at least one of four ways (pray, give, go, or send) in each of the four regions Christ called us to in Acts 1:8.   I sincerely believe that when we do this, we will go places we never would have thought to go, see beauty we never thought we would see, do things we never thought we could do, and overcome obstacles we never thought we could overcome,   God is the One that leads us on adventure when we abandon ourselves and leverage our lives to His purposes in this world!!
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In October, we held our annual ministry Board of Directors meeting.  The most important decision we made as a ministry board was to shift our focus toward least reached and unreached people groups.  The past two summers we led mission trips to the Philippines and Kenya.  We were blessed to participate in an amazing harvest of souls for the kingdom of God in both places.  
Although this type of ministry is necessary, wonderful and rewarding; the Lord has been leading me and Let’s Go Ministries to invest where most can’t, don’t or won’t invest.  On a relative basis, there is a disproportionate amount of available resources that are expended in places all over this world where the church already exists, while other places continue in total darkness because there is little or no voice for the gospel.  To that end, we are planning an exploratory trip to Central Asia next summer to see first hand the work that is being done amongst an unreached people group.  This is being done in conjunction with my new role on the Missions Development Council at Houston’s First 
Baptist Church.  I have been commissioned to lead the Central Asia Regional Team as we pilot a new initiative in 2009 to drive HFBC’s Central Missions Strategy deeper into the church and the six regions of the world the church has targeted.  We covet your prayers and your support as we move forward in this exciting endeavor! 
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This fall, Jen and I have lead two different Perspectives Exposure mission classes at Houston’s FBC and The Met.  It has been an incredible blessing to teach this course and see participants awaken to God’s heart for all peoples!   Perspectives Exposure is a mini-version of the Perspectives on the World Christian Movement course.  The Houston North Perspectives class that I am the coordinator for will be held at Champion Forest Baptist Church on Monday nights beginning on January 19th.   I want to invite you to sign-up for this course and allow God to use it to set your sails and catch the prevailing winds of His global plan to gather worshippers from every people, tribe, tongue and nation! I promise you, if you take this course, not only will your world be changed, but the world will be changed as well!
